Hello Portland Winterhawks Booster

Since returning to the Winterhawks organization in March,
2012, the most common question | get from fans is, "What are
you doing now and are you going to get back into doing more
broadcasting?"

First, | want to give you a little background for those of you in the Booster Club that
may not know me. | was the play by play broadcaster and worked in sponsorship sales
for the team from 1982-2007 when | left the Hawks to try my hand in the banking
business. Andy Kemper, who had been my color analyst for two seasons prior to my
departure, took over the play by play duties. My son, Todd, joined Andy as his color
analyst in 2009-10. Andy and Todd switched roles in 2011-12 and Todd became a full
time Winterhawks employee in part to take on an expanded role in the WAHA
(Winterhawks Amateur Hockey Association) 501(c)(3) "Get Kids Skating" program.

That leads me to one of the projects that | am now involved in. Todd and | often work
together on "Get Kids Skating". Itis a tremendous program that impacts thousands of
kids with the fundamental mission of getting kids "off the couch”. We go into schools
and many youth organizations over the course of the year and introduce kids to the
basics of hockey. The program involves floor hockey and getting kids on the ice, often
for the first time in their lives, at the Winterhawks Skating Center. It is really satisfying
to see the kids have so much fun, and it is amazing to see how younger kids,
especially, pick up skating so quickly. Sometimes these kids get interested in either
hockey or figure skating and sign up for clinics and lessons. WAHA can help cover ice
time and coaching costs for financially challenged kids too.

My main area of responsibility is working with Team President Doug Piper and V.P. of
Corporate Partnerships Rich Franklin, securing Winterhawks sponsors. In the past,
when | was the "Voice of the Winterhawks", it was challenging to divide my time
between traveling with the team broadcasting the games and the responsibilities of
sponsorship sales and service. So, now, | am very happy to be able to focus on
