The team begins a 
search for a new person to take the helm of a fran-
chise which is poised to lose even more scoring 
touch with the graduation of Rihards Bukarts who 
signed an ATO with Portland Pirates of the AHL 
which is the farm system of Florida Panthers. Alex 
Schoenborn, who suffered a serious family tragedy 
right at playoff time, signed an ATO with San Jose 
Barracuda, farm team of San Jose Sharks, who 
drafted him in 2014. Alex was sent to the Allen 
American's in Texas who are in a heavy playoff bat-
tle.  Adin Hill also signed a deal with Arizona Coy-
otes which is an entry level deal meaning that he 
could return to Portland as a 20 year old. It is quite 
possible that we have seen the last of Hill in Port-
land.

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Portland Winterhawks fire Jamie Kompon, deny rumors of Mike Johnston's return

The Portland Winterhawks fired head coach and general manager Jamie Kompon Friday, two days after the Hawks 
quietly bowed out of the Western Hockey League playoffs in a four-game sweep at the hands of the Everett Silvertips. 
Kompon, who was hired in July 2014, led the Hawks to the Western Conference final in his first season, but the team 
slipped to 34-31-6-1 this season and finished on a nine-game losing streak that spanned the regular season and the 
playoffs. It was the worst season for the Hawks since missing the playoffs in 2008-09. 

"It's a results-based business," Hawks president Doug Piper said Friday afternoon. "For where we are now and where 
we want to be in the future, it just seemed like the time to make a change." 

Piper praised Kompon's character and hockey acumen, but said the team needs new leadership. Kompon was an as-
sistant coach in the NHL for 17 years before coming to Portland, winning the Stanley Cup in 2012 with Los Angeles and 
2013 with Chicago. He hadn't been a head coach at any level since 1995. 

"Jamie's a terrific person and the hardest-working person I've ever met," Piper said. "There's a level at which he's been 
hugely successful. But at this point in our evolution, there's a different route we want to go." 

Kompon said Friday afternoon that he has no regrets about his time with the Winterhawks.  

"I'm proud of the job I did the last two years, developing the young kids," he said. "I get texts from guys like Nic Petan 
and Oliver Bjorkstrand, and to see them in the NHL it's a neat thing to know that you had a hand. I loved teaching and 
talking hockey with the kids and helping them get where they want to go." 
 
Though Kompon was not expecting the news, he said he was not shocked given the team's late-season play.  

"Obviously the last month of the season hasn't been a great one," he said. "But I have nothing but great things to say 
about Portland and the fans here. It's been outstanding." 

Kompon will use some time now to reflect and "absorb everything," given the abrupt ending that came just a week after 
the Hawks started the playoffs in Everett. 

"In my first NHL job the first thing I was told is 'you're hired to be fired,'" he said. "Until you come to grips with that, you'll 
never be at peace. I live every day to the fullest and be the best I can be. 

"This is my life and my passion, so you have to dust yourself off and get back on the saddle. When the next opportunity 
comes, I'm going to attack it like I do everything else." 

 

 

After the news was announced, speculation immediate-
ly turned toward former Hawks coach and GM Mike 
Johnston, who left to become head coach of the NHL's 
Pittsburgh Penguins in June 2014. Johnston was fired 
by the Penguins in December, and has been seen at-
tending several Hawks games recently as he weighs 
his future. Johnston has been linked to the open head 
coach/GM position with the WHL's Vancouver Giants, 
but has also said he's interested in returning to the NHL 
or perhaps coaching in Europe. Piper rejected any no-
tion that the Hawks have a plan in place to bring back 
Johnston.

Kompon: 'Someone has to fall on the sword'

FIRED WINTERHAWKS COACH/GM THANKS TEAM, PLAYERS AND FANS 
AFTER TWO-YEAR RUN 
 
Jamie Kompon was matter-of-fact about his termination Friday as general manag-
er and coach of the Portland Winterhawks. 

ñItôs a results-oriented business; you donôt get the results, someone has to fall on 
the sword,ò said Kompon, who was fired two days after the Winterhawks were 
swept by Everett in the Western Hockey League playoffs. 

Kompon, with stars such as Nic Petan and Oliver Bjorkstrand, led the Hawks of 
last season to the Western Conference finals. This year, Portland went 34-31-6-1, 
third in the U.S. Division, without much offensive firepower, especially after the 
early-season loss of Paul Bittner to a hip injury. Then, captain Dominic Turgeon 
had shoulder surgery after the first two games of the Everett series. 

Kompon wasnôt feeling sorry for himself on Friday, after the Hawks told him they wanted to go in another direction. 
Speculation immediately turned to the Hawks pursuing former GM and coach Mike Johnston, who was fired by the 
NHL Pittsburgh Penguins earlier this season. 

ñItôs part of the business,ò Kompon said of his leaving the Hawks. ñAt the end of the day, theyôre not happy with the re-
sults they got. 

ñI want to thank them for the opportunity. It was a great two years, and I look at the players in the NHL and some were 
with us last year (Petan, Bjorkstrand, Chase De Leo), and I know thereôll be a couple more who were with us. Iôm proud 
of what Iôve done in my time here.ò 

The Winterhawks have been hamstrung by WHL sanctions, not having first-round bantam draft picks. They acquired a 
first-round pick through a trade a few years ago, and drafted Cody Glass, a member of the 2015-16 Hawks. 
 
ñDo I think I did a good job? As a coach, you always feel you can do more,ò Kompon said. ñComing after a firing, you 
definitely reflect. I think inconsistency really hurt us.ò 

He said that while the Hawks were challenged offensively, they had good depth of scoring and defensemen contribu-
tions. 

Portland simply lacked the natural goal scorers and point producers as in the past ð Ryan Johansen, Nino Nieder-
reiter, Ty Rattie, Sven Bartschi, Petan and Bjorkstrand included, all of whom helped the Hawks win four consecutive 
Western Conference titles at one point. 

Kompon has coached at the NHL level, recently with Los Angeles and Chicago, and he has a network of friends, in-
cluding Blackhawks coach Joel Quenneville. 

ñAnytime youôre out (of coaching) you want to get back in,ò Kompon says. ñYou've got to find the right opportunity. 
Thatôll come with time. There has been a lot of support. Iôve got a great network of friends and colleagues who have all 
reached out.ò 
 
One friend joked with him that now that he has been fired, ñnow youôre a real coach.ò  Glass played a big role as a 16-
year-old player, especially after the Bittner injury, and says that Kompon helped his development.

Rehiring  Mike Johnston sends message to rest of WHL 
 
Bill Gallacher was a happy guy last week, as the Portland Winterhawks own-
er ð and a very successful Canadian oil businessman ð welcomed back 
Mike Johnston to the organization as vice president, general manager and 
head coach. 

ñThis hire is really going to help us. ... I can guarantee you that,ò said Gal-
lacher, who bought the Winterhawks in 2008. 

With Johnston and team President Doug Piper alongside him, the gang was 
reunited last week after Johnstonôs one-plus season as Pittsburgh Penguins 
coach. 

Gallacher envisions the Hawks returning to the glory years under Johnston, 
which included Western Hockey League finals appearances and one trip to 

the Memorial Cup ð although Johnston was suspended by the WHL in 2012-13 and Travis Green was officially the 
man in charge and leading the Hawks to the M-Cup finale. 

Gallacher wouldnôt divulge contract terms or promises made, but he expects Johnston to be around for a while. ñI can 
guarantee you Mikeôs made a very serious commitment,ò he says. 

Å Speaking of commitments, Gallacher never shies away from articulating his ñgoalò to be owner of an NHL team. 
The obvious connection would be luring a team to Portland, with or without Paul Allenôs help, to make Moda Center its 
home. But, Gallacher has been linked to various ownership possibilities in the NHL. 

ñThe NHL is not a dream, itôs a goal, two completely different things,ò he says. ñIôm hoping itôs sooner rather than later, 
but weôll have to wait and see. Whether itôs here or not, Iôm not sure.ò 
 
Å From the days of Mike Williamson as head coach and Ken Hodge as GM, through the infamous Jim Gold-
smith-led ownership and management and Rich Kromm as head coach when the Hawks bottomed out in the WHL, 
through the Gallacher/Piper/Johnston rebuilding job and Portland reaching the upper echelon of the league, there have 
been few constants. 

Two of them are Portland-raised fellows ð assistant coach Kyle Gustafson and assistant general manager Matt 
Bardsley, who will remain in their positions for part two of the Johnston era. 
 
ñNothing really changes in my role,ò says Bardsley, who works closely with head scout Darwin Bennett and does much 
scouting and recruiting legwork for Johnston. ñI think itôll be more of the same.ò 

Gustafson served as ex-coach Jamie Komponôs assistant last season, after the team parted ways with Keith 
McKittrick, who had some legal troubles. (The Hawks intend to fill the vacant position). 

ñWhatôs exciting about Mike is I feel like we pick up the pieces to where everything left off (in 2014),ò Gustafon says. 
 
Meanwhile, both Bardsley and Gustafson remain interested in ascending to higher positions, eventually. Bardsley, who 
attended Wilson High, wants to be a GM, and says there have been indications the opportunity might arise in Portland 
some day.
